1.	 Locate the 2 bolts at each frame rail mounting the transmission crossmember.  

Support the transfer case with a hydraulic jack and remove the 4 transmission 
crossmember bolts.  Hardware will not be reused.

2.	 Carefully lower the transfer case until the new provided spacers can be placed 
between the frame and the crossmember.  Fasten the crossmember with the pro-
vided hardware and torque to 40 ft-lbs.  Be sure the watch the clearance between 
the distributor cap and firewall while lower the transfer case.

3.	 With the transfer case lowered, check the engine compartment for proper clear-
ances at the firewall and fan shroud.

4.	 Check the front driveshaft for proper clearances.
